2010 Census Warning  
 
The first phase of the 2010 U..S. Census is under way as workers 
have begun verifying the addresses of households across the 
country. Eventually, more than 140,000 U.S. Census workers will 
count every person in the United States and will gather information 
about every person living at each address including name, age, 
gender, race, and other relevant data.  
 
The big question is - how do you tell the difference between a U.S. 
Census worker and a con artist?

Driving Permit Fraud Seen  
Oregon Attorney General John Kroger is warning Span-
ish-speaking immigrants about companies fraudulently 
selling international driving permits as a viable alterna-
tive to a state-issued driver's license.  Scammers are 
preying on consumers' misunderstanding about the pur-
pose of an International Driving Permit by marketing the 
product as an alternative to an Oregon-issued driver's 
license, according to a press release from the state At-
torney General's Office.  The United States has signed 
an agreement with other countries to honor a foreign 
driver's license for up to one year from the visitor's date 
of arrival. Foreign visitors must carry their foreign li-
cense while driving in Oregon. An International Driving 
Permit is an English translation of the foreign driver's 
license, allowing U.S. law enforcement officials to know 
the content of the license. Oregon Driver and Motor Ve-
hicle Services suggests that foreign visitors carry an In-
ternational Driving Permit along with their foreign-issue 
driver's license. The Oregon Department of Justice is 
investigating claims from several victims who purchased 
an International Driving Permit under false pretenses. 
Victims of the scam should contact the Oregon Depart-
ment of Justice Consumer Hotline at 1-877-877-9392.

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Child Pornography -  A Real Internet Threat

Calling images of child sexual abuse,  ñchild pornographyò or ñkiddie pornò  is misleading and dan-
gerous.  It downplays the gravity of the crimes associated with possessing, distributing and creat-
ing such images.  Letôs call them what they really are: images documenting and memorializing the 
sexual abuse of a child.  These images represent and depict some of the most horrendous and 
damaging sexual abuse ever committed.  The very existence of these images endanger children 
everywhere.  Protectors of ñfree speechò defend ownership of these images and ask, òHow does 
the mere possession of these materials constitute a danger or a crime?ò 
 
Lowered Inhibitions  
Something happens to people who view images of child sexual abuse.  Most people are com-
pletely sickened and horrified by what they see.  Would-be child predators on the other hand, find 
themselves drawn to these images, they become curious and excited.  Soon they find themselves 
habitual viewers.  These images are no longer just videos and photos.  They come to represent 
their own fantasies.   
 
Inhibitions are what keep us all from engaging in behaviors that would be shameful, unacceptable 
or illegal.  People with conscious or subconscious preferences for children  probably have the 
same inhibitions.  They know that sexual activity with children is socially unacceptable, morally 
wrong, deviant and illegal.  These inhibitions usually prevent them from moving beyond sup-
pressed sexual fantasies.   But, habitual viewing of images of sexual abuse can lower inhibitions, 
potentially resulting in the actual physical acting out;  the sexual abuse of a child. 
 
The viewing of child sexual abuse on a regular basis causes the viewer to become desensitized.  
Their morals and ideals about child sexual abuse will begin to crumble.   Repeated viewing of 
these images can normalize and justify a predators sexual desire for children.  With these inhibi-
tions lowered or eventually removed, the odds are significantly increased that collectors/viewers of 
images of child sexual abuse will eventually act on their fantasy and physically abuse a child.  
Thus, the ranks of child predators who pose a real threat to children, has just increased by one. 
 
Supply and  Demand   
The second major reason images of child sexual abuse pose a real danger to all children is a sim-
ple matter of economics.  An increase in the demand for images of child sexual abuse, leads to an 
increase in supply. For most who collect images of child sexual abuse, viewing and  collecting 
such images quickly becomes a need-driven behavior, which affects them much the same as any 
addiction.  Soon they find themselves in need of increasingly violent, graphic and extreme images 
to reach the excitement level they crave.  As an indicator of need-driven behavior, most of these 
people are willing to part with huge sums of money to obtain such images.  Apply simple laws of 
economics and its easy to understand how an increased demand for variety, violence, and ex-
treme graphic images of child sexual abuse leads to increased production of such images.  Each 
image requires a real, live child to abuse, this means more children will be abused to make these 
images.  This form of abuse will get progressively worse. 
 
Images of child sexual abuse are far more than just disgusting.  They represent the untold sexual 
abuse of hundreds of thousands of children and by their very existence, pose a real threat to thou-
sands more.

The Better Business Bureau offers the following advice:  
Å If a U.S. Census worker knocks on your door, they will have a badge, a hand held de-

vice, a Census Bureau canvas bag, and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see their identifi-
cation and their badge before answering their questions. However, you should never in-
vite anyone you don't know into your home. 
 
ÅCensus workers are currently only knocking on doors to verify address information. Do 

not give your Social Security number, credit card or banking information to any-
one, even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Census.   
 
ÅWhile the Census Bureau might ask for basic financial information, such as a salary 

range, it will not ask for Social Security, bank account, or credit card numbers nor will 
employees solicit donations.  
 
ÅEventually, Census workers may contact you by telephone, mail, or in person at home.  

However, they will not contact you by email, so be on the lookout for email scams 
impersonating the Census. Never click on a link or open any attachments in an 
email that are supposedly from the U.S. Census Bureau. For more advice on avoid-
ing identity theft and fraud, visit:  http: www.bbb.org. 

BEFORE YOU HIT ENTERéé. 
 
Can a posting on a social network website be used 
to attack your credibility in a courtroom? Be ad-
vised of a growing trend in which defense attor-
neys are using off-duty statements posted on the 
internet to cross-examine law enforcement officers 
in court.  This includes messages posted by off-
duty officers on Facebook, Twitter, MySpace, You-
Tube, internet chat rooms, etc., as well as e-mail, 
text messages, answering machine greetings, and 
voice mail messages.  This includes jokes, photo-
graphs, and statements made or transmitted by 
officers in their private capacities, even if there is 
no mention of their affiliation with law enforcement.  
Further,  this issue is coming up in federal and 
state courts all over the country.  
 
Recently, in a New York courtroom, an NYPD offi-
cer was questioned by the defense regarding 
statements he had posted on his Facebook web-
page.  At the conclusion of his testimony, what 
should have been a simple ñex-con with a gunò 
case, resulted in an acquittal for the defendant.  
The verdict was the result of reasonable doubt that 
was created by the officerôs own postings on Face-

book and MySpace.  In other words, his own state-
ments were used to impeach him. Convictions rest 
on the credibility of the witness.  The defense strat-
egy has been to show the jury that what an individ-
ual writes or photos shown, about him/herself on 
social network sites is how they ñreallyò conduct 
their life.   
 
Exercise discretion when making statements on 
the internet that may be taken out of context and 
used to smear credibility, integrity or character.  
Any statements about a particular defendant or 
case should be avoided, as well as comments that 
may indicate bias, prejudice, racism, sexism, or 
disrespect for any particular segment of the popu-
lation.  Monitoring of the internet and a Google or 
Yahoo name search has become standard practice 
in many areas of our society, including job search 
and background checks.   
 
The difference between joking in person and post-
ing those same comments on the internet is that 
the posting will be preserved on a digital server for 
anyone to see.  There are no second chances 
when it comes to integrity.  Malicious statements, 
even in jest, can and will be used against you. 
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NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH AWARDS OF EXCELLENCE  

The Neighborhood Watch Awards of Excellence Program was established by the National Sheriffs' Asso-
ciation (NSA) in 2004 to recognize and honor those law enforcement agencies, Neighborhood Watches, 
states, organizations, and programs that are doing extraordinary things to promote Neighborhood 
Watches (NW) in their communities. These awards are based upon data collected and verified by the Na-
tional Sheriffs' Association.   

 

 

Eligibility:  

 Any law enforcement agency, Neighborhood Watch, organization, or program that has made an excep-
tional contribution to the Neighborhood Watch program based on the categories listed below, and nomi-
nated, are eligible to receive an award. There are no restrictions on who may submit nominations. Awards 
may also be initiated and selected by the National Sheriffsô Association. All nominations must include the 
name of the person(s) who could be present at an awards ceremony to accept the award, should that per-
son(s) be presented with an award. Only those individuals/offices that are active (ie, registered) in the Na-

tional Sheriffsô Association USAonWatch database are eligible. Nominations are due by March 31, 2010.  

Categories and Criteria:   

Law Enforcement Agency ï The award is presented to the Sheriffôs Office and/or Police Departments that 
have registered programs on USAonWatch and that demonstrate an unwavering commitment to Neighbor-
hood Watch. Their commitment can be providing materials, training, officers/deputies time, resources, and 
encouragement.  

Neighborhood Watch ï Within each calendar year, one Neighborhood Watch group or program will receive 
the award for ñOutstanding Neighborhood Watch.ò Eligible programs are those that are innovative, demon-
strate excellence, and are exemplary in their approach to involving citizens and/or the community in volun-
teerism. Criteria for eligibility may also include actions taken by the Neighborhood Watch that prevented 
criminal activities and made the community safer, such as getting a drug dealer off there street or helping 
to assist law enforcement in an arrest. 

Other ï From time to time there are exemplary corporations, states, and other organizations that should be 
recognized for there outstanding commitment to the program in a given year. This award would be at the 
discretion of the Neighborhood Watch Advisory Board and the National Sheriffsô Association to be given 
out.
