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Most -wanted fugitives to appear
on digital billboards

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Fugitives wanted by U.S. marshals will soon find it
harder to hide. Their faces will be displayed larger
than life on Clear Channel Outdoor digital billboards in
Cleveland, Akron and Columbus. The billboard giant
offered the free service to the Northern Ohio District of
the U.S. Marshals Service this month.

Sexual offenders and violent suspects will appear on
seven digital billboards along every highway into

Cleveland. Their mugs will flash between normal ad-
vertisements. Clear Channel already displays mug
shots for the FBI and issues Amber Alerts on its digital
boards. It works.

Last spring, local sexual offender Robbi Potter was
arrested in Southern California after a motorist saw his
face on a billboard and called 866-4WANTED, and a
missing 4-year-old was found after a tipster saw her
image.

"We have been featuring fugitives, missing persons
and unsolved crimes for several years in the Cleve-
land and Akron area through Clear Channel,” FBI
spokesman Scott Wilson said. "It has been a real suc-
cess, resulting in the arrest of many of our most
wanted."

Northern Ohio Marshal Peter Elliott hasn't yet selected
the first fugitive who will be featured on the boards
there. Clear Channel Outdoor President Ron Cooper
said the company is committed to enhancing public
safety wherever it has billboards.

Clear Channel has nearly a million displays in 50
countries. There are nearly 200,000 displays in the
United States, along highways and in malls, airports
and train stations.
