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Using GPS to Fight Domestic Violence

By Andy Kim | April 12,2010 When Theresa, a 51-year-old mother of two living in Massachusetts, filed for a
restraining order against her husband, she thought it would help put an end to the beatings, death threats

and stalking that had tormented her family for years. She won the order, but her husband, Joel, a West

Earlier this month, Connecticut Gov. M. Jodi Rell announced that the state will launch a pilot program, us-

ing GPS monitors to track the movement of high-risk domestic violence offenders. In the pilot, state work-

ers will outfit, at a minimum, 21 high-risk offenders with ankle bracelets and give victims similar devices to

carry. The victims, as well as the police, will be notified when an offender violates court orders, like tamper-

ing with the ankle bracelet or going past a buffer zone. This allows for the victim to implement a safety plan
while law officials react to the alert. In addition, the offender could face greater penalties for violating or-

ders. Funded by federal stimulus funds, the $140,000 program will last for one year and initially be run in

three judicial districts. At least thirteen other states have passed similar legislation. Gov. Rell had previ-

ously announced she would use over $2 million to fund multiple initiatives addressing dating and domestic
violence.

Crime Against People with Disabilities

This document presents the first findings about nonfatal violent and property
crime experienced by persons with disabilities, based on the National Crime Vic-
timization Survey (NCVS). The report includes data on nonfatal violent victimiza-
tion (rape/sexual assault, robbery, aggravated and simple assault) and property
crime (burglary, motor vehicle theft, theft) against persons with disabilities in
2007. It compares the victimization experience of persons with and without dis-
abilities, wusing population esti mates
Community Survey (ACS). Data are presented on victim and crime characteris-
tics of persons with and without disabilities, including age, race and gender distri-
bution; offender weapon use; victim injuries; and reporting to the police.

Highlights include the following:

DPersons with disabilities were victims of about 47,000 rapes, 79,000 robberies, 114,000 aggravated as-
saults, and 476,000 simple assaults.

D2Age-adjusted rate of nonfatal violent crime against persons with disabilities was 1.5 times higher than the
rate for persons without disabilities.

DZzemales with a disability had a higher victimization rate than males with a disability; males had a higher
rate than females among those without a disability.

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House Arrest, Ankle Monitors for Some DUI Offenders

House arrest and ankle monitors may soon be an option for Scottsdale's convicted drunken drivers.

Home detention programs aren't new. Arizona law has allowed a city or town to create such programs for
years. Most Valley city courts already have similar programs. But Scottsdale City Court officials said it fi-
nally makes sense as city leaders look for ways to trim costs. "Jail costs for Scottsdale are very high be-
cause City Court is required to incarcerate DUI offenders," said Scottsdale City Judge Monte Morgan, who
is behind the effort. "On a second offense, we're talking about 180 days. We're talking about $9,000 worth
of costs for the city to incarcerate that person for that period of time."

The home-detention and electronic-monitoring plan is scheduled to go before the Scottsdale City Council
consent agenda. If approved, court officials hope to have a program in place by summer. Morgan esti-
mated the city would pay Maricopa County jails about $3.5 million for the coming fiscal year if nothing
changes. A home-detention program is projected to save from $600,000 to $1 million per year, he said.

One advantage is that home detention helps drunken driving offenders keep their jobs
and, in turn, they are more able to reimburse the court for jail costs, Cornell said. Right
now if someone goes to a Maricopa County jail, the first day costs $192. Each additional
day is $72. The first 15 days are mandatory and must be served in jail, Cornell said. That
requirement would continue, she said. Any jail time required after 15 days could be
served at home. Even though courts assess those jail costs to the defendant, right now
the courts collect only 50 to 60 percent. "Because that person is in jail, most likely they're
going to lose their job," Cornell said. "Different people have different views. Some think it
lets the defendant off easy. But it helps that person preserve their family relationship and
their job." The price tag for home detention costs about $100 for a start-up and $10 to
$18 per day after that, Cornell said. Certain convicted drunken drivers wouldn't be eligi-
ble, such as a violent person or someone who poses any other additional danger. Also
ineligible would be anyone with a domestic violence conviction or if they are unemployed,
Morgan said. But he estimates as many as half of Scottsdale's DUI defendants could participate.

Home detention and electronic monitoring vary from city to city. Mesa City Court has had a program since
2004, said Janie Moreno, a deputy court administrator for Mesa. In Mesa, a device is placed on the per-
son's home telephone line to determine whether the person is home. The ankle bracelet allows the of-
fender to be away a certain number of feet away from the house. "If they are not home when they say they
are, (the monitoring company makes) a call. Then they notify the court that they weren't in compliance,”
Moreno said. Mesa offenders also have to take a breath alcohol test once a day. Ultimately, home deten-
tion is an option in sentencing. "They're not free. They still have to stay home,"” Moreno said. "But people
are able to go on with their lives and able to keep their jobs."

Oregon Law Enforcement Ceremony

2010 at the Oregon Public Safety Academy, 4190 Aumsville Highway in Sa-

lem. The event is open to the public.

Each May, in recognition of National Police Month , this ceremony is held to honor offi-
cers who have given their lives while serving the people of Oregon. There are currently
the names of 167 law enforcement officers who are honored on the Oregon memorial. No
additional names will be added to the memorial during this year's ceremony.

The intent of the tribute, according to Department of Public Safety Standards and Training
Director Eriks Gabliks, is to never forget those who have made such an incredible sacrifice,
while ensuring the safety of others. " We hope that through thi ¢
families and colleagues know how much the State appreciates their work and will not for-

get that they gave their lives on our behalf,” said Gabliks.

Last year, two names of officers in Oregon who gave their lives in the line of duty were
added during the ceremony. Woodburn Police Captain Tom Tennant and Oregon State Po-
lice Senior Trooper William Hakim lost their lives in the line of duty in December 2008

while handling a suspicious device at a Woodburn-area bank.

Across the nation on average, one law enforcement officer is killed in the line of duty
somewhere in the United States every 53 hours. Since the first known line-of-duty death
in 1792, nearly 19,000 U.S. law enforcement officers have made the ultimate sacrifice.

In Washington, D.C. and in communities across the nation, ceremonies will be held to

honor fallen law enforcement officers during National Police Week, May 9  -15. Ore-
