Social Worker

Public libraries have long 
been a daytime sanctuary 
for the homeless. Now, 
they're starting to see 
even more of the down-
and-out among the book-
shelves. As the economy 
languishes and cities shut 
down social programs, 

public libraries are increasingly functioning as drop-in 
centers for the homeless. The San Francisco Public 

Library, where hundreds of homeless people can be 
found every day, has taken a one-of-a-kind step to 
address the needs of its patrons in crisis. In partner-
ship with the city's Department of Public Health, the 
library has hired a social worker. On hand five days a 
week, the social worker handles referrals to social 
services for the newly and chronically homeless, 
mentally ill and those struggling with substance 
abuse. Since the position's creation over a year ago, 
more than 150 people have been directed to social 
services. In addition to handling complaints from staff 
and patrons about people's behavior, the social 
worker also trains library staff on what to do if they 
witness unpleasant behavior, and trains formerly 
homeless people to work at the library and guide oth-
ers to services. An ongoing survey administered by 
the library has found that staff and patrons cite fewer 
incidents of negative behavior.

Fighting Mortgage Fraud ðDid You Know?  
State and local law enforcement agencies fighting mortgage fraud, fore-
closure rescue scams, and crimes related to problem vacant properties, 
need training and technical assistance (TTA) resources that are respon-
sive to their situations.

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Making Community Policing Illegal

In Arizona, the Governor has signed SB 1070, that will give po-
lice the authority to investigate an individual if an officer has 
ñreasonable suspicionò that the individual is in the country ille-
gally.  It also gives Arizonans the right to sue the police if they 
donôt think the police are sufficiently enforcing the law. 

In April, the Law Enforcement Engagement Initiative held a press 
conference to talk about concerns with the bill from a law en-
forcement perspective. 

As reported in the Arizona Republic, former Mesa (Arizona) Po-
lice Chief George Gascón talked about how the law might lead 

police to engage in racial profiling, even if not intentionally: ñIt will increase the risk that police officers, especially those 
who are untrained, will be placed in a situation where they will try to comply with the law and will be looking for charac-
teristics to try to determine whether someone is here without authority.  People who appear to be of Hispanic descent, 
who speak with an accent, are going to be targeted.ò 

Gabriel Chin, a University of Arizona law professor, put it differently: ñIf youôre in a high non-citizen neighborhood, that 
plus race plus other things . . . it isnôt difficult to put people in a position where the cop can forcibly stop them and start 
asking questions.ò  

The bill, Chief Gasc·n argued, ñwill have a catastrophic effect on policing and set back community policing efforts for 
decades. People will be more hesitant to report crimes, and that will create some very, very tough circumstances for 
local police in dealing with crime issues in areas heavily visited by people here from other countries.ò 

The Arizona Association of Chiefs of Police also stated their opposition to the bill, saying that it would ñnegatively affect 
the ability of law enforcement agencies across the state to fulfill their many responsibilities in a timely manner.ò 

Colorado Springs Chief Richard Myers (also speaking in the press conference) cautioned that Arizona residents might 
not like the shift in priorities that the law may bring about: ñIf I have a shots-fired call or the potential to stop someone 
who might be checked for documented status, Iôm going to do that before I respond to shots fired because I wonôt get 
sued if donôt respond to shots fired,ò he said.   

ñAlso, as police focus on non-criminal undocumented immigrants, other work wonôt be getting done.  Maricopa County 
in Arizona has already experienced this.  As Sherriff Joe Arpaio made it a priority to round up immigrants, his agency 
wasnôt going after felons on the loose.  By 2008, there were more than 40,000 outstanding felony warrants in the 
county.  These were people who had committed more serious crimes than walking across the border illegally, but who 
were nonetheless not a priority for Sherriff Joe. That number has gone down recently, after a coordinated effort by fed-
eral and local forces - to 38,000.  As U.S. Marshal David Gonzales noted, ñmany fugitives commit other crimes while 
avoiding arrest.ò   

There are enforcement associations who are in favor of the bill.  According to the Arizona Republic, Officer Justin Har-
ris, president of the Glendale Law Enforcement Association, offered a sort of preventive detention rationale for the 
bill:  by taking undocumented immigrants off the streets, police will be preventing crimes they might commit.  It is also 
true that, since most crimes are committed by legal citizens, taking those citizens off the streets would allow police to 
prevent crimes they might commit.

Undercover police detectives in DeKalb, Ga., are using an 
IP-based video surveillance and capture system installed 
inside a mobile unit in order to stop criminals in their 
tracks, said Daniel McLeod, president of CrimePoint, the 
company that built out the system. Specifically, the com-
pany is a systems integrator as well as a 
manufacturer of surveillance video and 
vehicle systems.

McLeod said CrimePoint introduced IP 
technology to the surveillance-van mar-
ket in 2007 with the nation's first fully 
Internet-controlled vehicle, with the abil-
ity to not only monitor but also operate 
the camera's motion from any Web-
enabled computer.  
  
Det. Tim Donahue of the DeKalb County (Ga.) Police De-
partment currently uses such a vehicle. Before the up-
grade, his department employed an analog video system 
that used VCRs, which he said was outdated and problem-
atic because the VHS tapes deteriorated over time �³  
meaning evidence captured on the tapes disappeared as 
well. Digital video�²capture systems last longer and are 
supported by cameras that get higher-quality pictures of 
suspects and higher-quality audio of activities police are 
monitoring, Donahue said.
